Breezy Manor:  

The Fiber Event is over..........yeah!  What a year and the weather was wonderful!  And I would like to say 

my shearing is all done, but I'm a bit behind.  I "saddle sheared" Maven to help her with the heat last 

week and need to finish her, Cup and Orion are anxiously awaiting the shears.  Hopefully 

tomorrow............And the twins, Caileen and MacDuff are doing just fine!  Spring and lambs, like warm 

bread and butter!  The spinner in my soul can't help but plan for the fall shearing......... 

  
I've been playing on the looms working on a very textured tufted rug of 
Scottish Black Face and on a long tailed silk and wool scarf.  In fact if you 
want to weave the scarf at my studio, I will have a loom warped up for 
you!  It will be 40.00 for all materials for each scarf on a cream wool warp 
at present (I'm sure to change my mind before the month is over!)   
  

And I have a knitting riddle:  twill be a scarf/shawl of ancient 
Scottish accent.  Cast on a lot of stitches, bind off each end 
and at each side of the gusset every other row.  Do this for a 
bit.  Then K5, K 2 tog across row.  Then K 4, K 2 tog across 
row.  K row, then bind off.  That is the sum total of the 
directions I was given.  Ok, I've made mine, let me know 
what you came up with!

She has a select handspinner's flock 

of English Angora bunnies, angora goats, BFL, BL & Romney sheep, doing her own shearing, washing, 

dyeing, carding and spinning.   In her old farmhouse on cherished looms and spinning wheels, she 

makes the textiles and yarns of her livelihood, always honoring those who have journeyed before on 

paths of farm and fiber.
